Seventy-three years ago on this very date, September 16, 1931, Power Memorial Academy opened its doors for the first time. Today, those seventy-three years later, it is with great pride that the Power Memorial Academy Alumni Association has had its application as a “Charitable Organization” accepted.

With this classification, The Power Memorial Academy Scholarship Program has been established, allowing Alumni and Friends & Family of Power Memorial to make donations to the fund on a tax-deductible basis.
